
Directions for Downloading Books on Your Kindle in the Library 
 
It is now possible to use the Libraryõs Internet connection on Wi-Fi-capable Kindles to download 

borrowed library eBooks from a public computer.  

 

To Download you will need the following items : 

 

1) Your Library Card to access the computer for E -Books 

2) Your Amazon Account information for your Kindle.  You will need your Amazon password to 

complete the download.  

 

 

Directions:  

 
1) Please turn on your Kindle if you have the version with Wi -Fi capability a nd WhisperSync.  

From the Menu , be sure that you have your Wireless turned on ñif marked Turn Wireless Off, 

move the cursor  up and click to Turn the W ireless on .  Hit Menu again and Go to Settings  

and click .  Move the cursor  to  Wi -Fi Settings , and click.  It will show you the Wi -Fi setting in 

Whitehall Library.  Choose Connect  and click.  A screen will pop up Sign -in Required .  Click 

the highlighted Go to Browser  and this will connect you with the Public Library Wireless 

Service.  You will see a box asking for your library card number.  Using the Five Way 

Controller, click in the box to highlight it.  Then use SYM key on the Kindle to enter the 
numbers.  Then move the cursor  to Log In  and click .  You should now be in the Whitehall 

Public Library Home Page.   Now you are ready to download to your Kindle.  

 

2) Log on to the public computer using your Library Card.  

 

 
3)  From the Home Page for Whitehall Library, select eLibrary  from the grey tabs located on the 

left -hand side of the page.   Then click on eBooks . 

 
Now you connected to the Carnegie  Library of Pittsburghõs Digital Library Page which hosts all the 
digital resources in the county.   If you go to the left of the page, you will see a blue box that says òNow 

Available ñLibrary e -Books for Kindle ó 

 

 

 
 



Click on t he Kindle shown.  Now you will be in the Digital Media ñKindle Book  Page.

This is where you will find Kindle titles.  Look to the Search Within Results box  directly under the 

Digital Media  heading.  You can search by title, author, etc .  If you keep the search box blank, and 

just click  in the box that says òOnly Show Titles with copies availableó you will see available titles 

that you can download immediately.  

 
Note :  Libraries  must purchase each  digital copy of  a bestseller, just as they do for  print  copies. Just 

because a copy is digital does not mean it can be shared on multiple devices. Libraries are working very 

hard to acquire more  eBooks as demand continues to grow. We appreciate your patience!  

 

 
Find a title that you want and c lick on the  Add t o Digital Cart across from the Kindle Book icon  

 
Note:   If this copy had holds, you could click on this to add this title to your Hold list.  And like a 

library hold lis t, you will be in a line for an digital copy.  

 

 



At this point you can Proce ed to Check  Out  or Continue Browsing  (to add books on your list.)  

 

 
Click Proceed to Check Out  and the next screen will ask for your library card number, which you 

enter into the box.   Then you will go to the Digital Media Check Out  screen.  

 

 
 

 

This screen shows you  the lending period .  Choose the period that is convenient  for youñ7, 14, or 21 
days and the book(s) that you want to download.   Click Confirm Check Out.

Then you will see your device that you want to download to ñyour Kindle or tr ansfer via computer.

You will be prompted to download  your book. See that the item is in Save File  and click  OK .  The 

book will be saved to your computer (you will see a dialog box saying Download Complete). 
Click on Close.   

  
To locate the eBook on your kindle, wake up your device then click on the Menu bar  and select 

Sync & Check for Items  (your kindle will then search for any recently downloaded content). 

Then click on Home , the title should appear.    

 

Note:  sometimes the Sync function takes a few minutes.  
  

For older Kindles ñyou will need to attach the USB cable to the computer.  Save to the computer .  

Then find your Kindle and move the title of the book Document F older and transfer onto the 

Kindle.
